3. THE BREEDING CRITERIA OF LANCASHIRE HEELER

Only mentally sound, healthy Lancashire Heelers who fit to the breed standard should be used in breeding.
3.1 Stud dogs and brood bitches should fulfil the following criteria: 

· In order to be registered, the PEVISA criteria must be fulfilled

· Breed typical temperament

· One official show or breeding examination critique

3.2. A stud dog or brood bitch shoul not
· be shy, aggressive, nervous, or unable to recover from a stressful situation

· have more than 20 offspring in Finland

· have the kind of anatomical defect that would stop it from working
· have a hereditary illness or defect, e.g.

· crooked tail

· weak heart

· faulty bite

· epilepsy

· patella luxation, degrees 2-6

· hereditary eye disease (PLL, PRA, HC, CEA)

3.3. A dog and bitch shoul not be mated if  
· they are close relatives (i.e. siblings, offspring to parents, offspring to grandparents, or offspring to their parents’ siblings) => the inbreeding coefficient (COI) should be below 6,25 
(COI: siblings = 25, offspring to parent = 25, offspring to grandparent = 12,5, offspring to their parents’ siblings = 12,5, half siblins = 12,5, cousins = 6,25 )
· they have the same anatomical defect or other defect

· they already have offspring together

A dog with patella luxation degree 1 should only be mated with a dog with a 0-result.
